41. D根据前文“He’d moved to England with his mum when he was
three”可知，儿子三岁时就和妈妈搬到了英国，所以“我”上次(last)见他已经是 13
年前了。also 意为“也”;often 意为“经常”;even 意为“甚至”，均不符合语境。

42. A儿子突然发邮件说要来看望“我”，这对“我”来说是一件令人高兴(delight)的
事。relief 意为“宽慰”;anger 意为“愤怒”;worry
意为“担忧”，都不符合此处“我”的心情。

43. C儿子要来看望自己，“我”应该是非常兴奋(thrilled)的。scared
意为“害怕的”;shocked 意为“震惊的”;ashamed 意为“羞愧的”，都不符合语境。
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44. C“我”早早到了拜伦湾，这里应该是我们约定见面(meet)的地方。talk
意为“交谈”;stay 意为“停留”;settle 意为“定居，解决”，均不符合文意。

45. Abe bathed in
是固定短语，意为“沐浴在⋯⋯中”，这里指海湾沐浴在阳光中。clean
意为“干净的”;deep 意为“深的”;formed 意为“形成”，都不符合该短语搭配。

46. B根据后文“I realized one kayak (皮筏艇) was
in...”可知，“我”走近(closer)了才发现一只皮筏艇出了问题。faster
意为“更快的”;heavier 意为“更重的”;wiser 意为“更聪明的”，都不符合语境。

47. A从后文“I took off my T shirt and...into the
water”可知，一只皮筏艇遇到了麻烦(trouble)。advance 意为“前进”;question
意为“问题”;battle 意为“战斗”，都不符合文意。

48. B看到皮筏艇有情况，“我”觉得事情不对劲(Something’s not right)。real
意为“真实的”;fair 意为“公平的”;fit 意为“合适的”，都不符合此处表达。

49. C看到有人有危险，“我”脱下 T 恤，跳进(dived)水里。stared 意为“盯着”;sank
意为“下沉”，一般指物体自然下沉，这里强调主动跳进水里，sank 不合适;fell
意为“摔倒”，不符合语境。

50. D根据前文皮筏艇出事以及后文“He was
unconscious”可知，这个人伤得很重，在剧烈地颤抖(shaking)。arguing
意为“争吵”;fighting 意为“打架”;shouting
意为“大喊”，都不符合受伤严重的情况。

51. C“我”和一位教练挽着胳膊，帮助把年轻人抬(carry)出水面。lead
意为“带领”;persuade 意为“说服”;keep
意为“保持”，都不符合把受伤的人弄出水面的动作。

52. Bsth. occur to sb. 是固定短语，意为“某人突然想起某事”，这里指“我”看着他
的脸，突然想到(occurred)了什么。happened 意为“发生”;applied
意为“申请，应用”;appealed 意为“呼吁，吸引”，都不符合该短语搭配。

53. D从后文“That stranger was my
son”可知，“我”觉得那双棕色的眼睛很熟悉(familiar)。sharp
意为“敏锐的”;pleasant 意为“令人愉快的”;attractive
意为“有吸引力的”，都不符合语境。

54.
D听到教练说“Ben”，“我”立刻知道(knew)这个陌生人就是自己的儿子。agreed
意为“同意”;hesitated 意为“犹豫”;doubted
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意为“怀疑”，都不符合“我”此时的心理。

55. A教练叫了救护车，幸运的是(Fortunately)，在医院短暂停留后，Ben
身体状况好转可以出院了。Frankly 意为“坦率地”;Sadly 意为“悲伤地”;Suddenly
意为“突然地”，都不符合此处语境。

56. D根据前文“after a brief stay in hospital”可知，Ben
身体好转可以离开(leave)医院了。return 意为“返回”;relax 意为“放松”;speak
意为“说话”，都不符合文意。

57. B前面说大家一起聊天，然后 Ben 转向(returned to)“我”说话。joked
意为“开玩笑”;listened 意为“听”;pointed 意为“指向”，都不符合语境。

58. CBen 对“我”说“你救(saved)了我的命”。created 意为“创造”;honored
意为“尊敬”;guided 意为“引导”，都不符合语境。

59. A“我”救了自己的儿子，这太巧合(coincidence)了。change 意为“改变”;pity
意为“遗憾”;pain 意为“痛苦”，都不符合文意。

60. B“我”很高兴自己及时(in time)在那里帮助了儿子。on board
意为“在船上，在飞机上”;for sure 意为“肯定地”;on purpose
意为“故意地”，都不符合语境。
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
